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Marty discussed things to watch for when disassembling a machine. Taking notes, making sketches, pictures, video taping are all very handy. Setting aside more time than expected on such a project is essential. Otherwise you may forget how the machine goes together. It was suggested that a larger machine, like a lathe, be disassembled and reconditioned in major components, like a tailstock, carriage, headstock, quick change gear box etc.

Marty used an Oliver Die Filer as our “specimen” we all discussed and some of us had hands on in taking it apart. Watching how it comes apart is essential. Taking note of discoloration on shiny steel parts will help later in reorientation fo parts. Bearings can be had at the local bearing supply houses such as Bearing, Belt and Chain in Phoenix. Take them your old bearing and let them match it up to a new one. 

We inspected the wear surfaces of the machine. Discussed how the machine was lubricated. Spoke about not forcing parts apart, analyzing how parts were assembled. Marty spoke about the cleaner he likes to use, ZEP Purple Degreaser. Active ingredient is Lye. Marty also went over the type of non woven abrasives he uses to clean tables and shafts, they can be had from MSC Industrial Supply. 

We had a good time, lots of good discussion. We took the machine apart and Marty sand blasted many of the parts. Today, 8/7/04 I reassembled the machine.
